Opened on October 12, 1986, Suntory Hall was the first dedicated concert hall in Tokyo,
based on the concept: “in pursuit of the world’s most beautiful sound” The hall has presented
creative and high-quality programmes of performances, educational projects with the view of
developing and passing on our musical culture to the next generation, and has implemented
various initiatives to engage the public. It is a highly regarded venue by artists as well as music
lovers both in Japan and internationally.

To commemorate the 35th anniversary, the hall has created a special logo slogan, “The
Home of Applause” This represents the warm applause that fills the auditorium, surrounding
the musicians and bringing everyone together. The hall aims to be a place where dreams happen
for both musicians and audience.

Members of the Wiener Philharmoniker have continued

to visit disaster affected areas to hold concerts and provide
musical instruction to children. They visited Miyagi in 2012,
Iwate in 2013 and 2015, and Fukushima in 2014. To mark five
years of activities in 2016, a joint concert was held at Suntory
Hall with the Sendai Junior Orchestra and children from
Iwate and Fukushima. In 2017, the Wiener Philharmoniker
held a concert in Kumamoto, which was struck by an
earthquake a year earlier. The orchestra continues to work
with children in disaster affected areas with events held in
Fukushima in 2018 and in Miyagi in 2019.
